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POSTER SESSION GUIDELINES

Presentation 

· One of the authors should be present during the entire poster session to answer questions.

· If you are unable to attend the conference or present your poster, please notify us immediately by emailing esccapruth@btinternet.com so that we may assign your poster space to another candidate.

· Authors should bring the poster materials to the conference themselves.  Please do not send any materials to the hotel or to the Secretariat.

· Posters must remain in place until the end of the poster session.  Posters must be removed before the conference concludes.  The ESCCAP Secretariat assumes no responsibility for any materials left behind and all posters remaining will be disposed of.
· No sources of electricity will be made available. 

· It is advisable to practice a short verbal description of your poster topic. 

· Consider providing an abstract or handout. 

Content

· All poster content must be written in English.

· Avoid long textual passages and use graphs and diagrams as much as possible.   Illustrations, charts and tables will need to be clearly visible from a distance of about 1m away so they must be clear, simple and boldly drawn.
Size & Orientation

· Your poster should be A1 size (841 x 594mm)

· You will be supplied with a mounting board.  Fixings will be supplied by the ESCCAP Secretariat at the poster display site.  

· Your poster should be presented in landscape format.

· Posters should be mounted at eye level.
· Keep posters as lightweight as possible.
Layout

· The poster title should be positioned at the top of your poster and should be clearly visible.  The author(s), and affiliation(s) should appear below the poster title. 
· Each poster will be allocated a number.  This number will be fixed to the mounting board and must remain visible at all times. 
· Font size should be no less than the equivalent to Arial, 24 point.
